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 Support voting rights for people in prison next Tuesday in San Francisco!
People in prisons in Alaska, Oregon, Washington, Idaho, Montana, Nevada, California, Hawaii and Arizona will be affected by the decision of the courts.

In Farrakhan v. Gregoire, the Ninth Circuit ruled that people in prison in the State of Washington have the right to vote. In the January 2010 decision, the court found undisputed and compelling evidence that racial discrimination in Washington State’s criminal justice system contributed to the disproportionate denial of the right to vote to African-Americans, Latinos, and Native Americans. The State of Washington has appealed this ruling, and their appeal will be the subject of the Ninth Circuit Court of Appeals hearing next Tuesday, September 21. 

People inside prisons obviously cannot be present to represent the urgency of voting rights to them and to their families, precisely because people in prison cannot vote in any U.S. state except Vermont and Maine.
